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Instructions for Online Service-Learning Teacher Survey 
A.  Who Should Take the Survey?

Teachers of service-learning classes who are participating in this evaluation should take the online teacher survey during the same time their students take the post-survey.  The deadline for teachers to take the survey is January 31, 2011.
For semester-long programs.  If you teach one service-learning class during a semester, you should complete a survey at the end of that semester.  If you teach multiple service-learning classes/sections during a semester, you should still take one survey at the end of that semester.  Simply average your responses over the classes you teach during that semester.  Complete one teacher survey at the end of each semester that involves service-learning.  

For year-long programs.   If you teach one service-learning class for the entire year (year-long program), you should complete a survey at the end of the year.  If you teach multiple service-learning classes/sections for the entire year, complete one survey at the end of the year and average your responses over the year-long classes you teach.

Comparison classroom (non service-learning) teachers are not being surveyed.

The survey is ONLY available online.
B.  Access to Online Teacher Survey

C.  Teacher Consent
The first screen of the survey describes the purpose of this study, lets teachers know about the voluntary and confidential nature of the survey, and provides them with contact information if they have questions about the study and their rights as a study participant.  The second screen is where the teacher types in his/her first and last name and date if they would like to take the survey.

D.  Taking the Survey

The survey will take teachers approximately 20-30 minutes to complete.  Teachers are first asked a few questions about their teaching experience and the nature of service-learning activities they have implemented.  The remainder of the survey provides a series of items for which teachers pick the most appropriate answer: Strongly Disagree, Disagree, Agree, Strongly Agree, or Don’t Know.

E.  Exiting the Completed Survey
When teachers finish the survey, they will be directed to the last screen.  They can then click “Done” and close out of the Internet browser.
