·  To involve students and the school team with service organizations for volunteer services for K-6 youth in after school programs in the community

· To involve adult volunteers as speakers and mentors in training and job shadowing experiences extern students 

· To strengthen the service learning program through school team and adult volunteer training and professional development about service learning

· To develop a meaningful culminating experience for project participants and partners

Project Description

Casa Verde Charter High School and Casa Grande Union High School service learning projects involve the Externship classes required for graduation.   Through this course, students integrate academics and work work-based experiences into service learning projects through work and training in the community.   The Learn and Serve program will bring businesses and service organizations into the classroom as speakers/presents.   Presentations will focus on their educational background and training, work history, current work place and other vocational information useful to students.   Students will then be placed among the businesses and service organizations in the Casa Grande area as volunteer interns.   

Coordination with School and Community

The project will require collaboration with several businesses and organizations in the community including Pinal County Tech Prep, Alliance of Business and Education, GOALS 2000-School Success Action Group, Pinal Familia Initiative, NETSAVE, Central Arizona College, the Boys and Girls Club of Casa Grande, and the Central Arizona Institute of Technology.   School based programs such as the Casa Grande Union High School Mentoring Program ad the Casa Grande Union High School District Job Shadow Day will also be involved.

Casa Verde Charter School has as its mission a focus on preparing students for a competitive workforce.   The service learning projects identified in this funding year will work toward addressing that mission.
