·  To engage at least 180 HHMS students in service learning projects that will address the needs of at least 1000 members of the community

· To provide the training and resources necessary for 100% teacher participation in integrating service learning activities into the class curriculum

· To increase partnerships with community organizations by at least 10%

· To develop strategies for teaching and documenting the Arizona Academic Standards demonstrated through service learning activities

Project Description

Identified in 1996 as a graduation requirement, service learning at Howenstein Magnet School has involved hundreds of students and served thousands in the community.   With continued Learn & Serve grant monies, HHMS seeks to strengthen and deepen its service-learning program.   Teachers will be trained to identify Arizona Academic Standards that are already being met through the service learning projects and also ways to further integrate these standards.    Additionally, teachers are expected to integrate service learning into their classroom curriculum regularly instead of having a designated time for service learning.    All students (260) will be involved in service learning. 

Coordination with School and Community

A service learning committee, service-learning coordinators, the school council, and school administrators meet to plan, track, and provide feedback on the service-learning program.   Numerous community partners have been involved in the success of service learning including City of Tucson agencies, Southern Arizona AIDS Foundation, the National Endowment for the Arts, Campfire Association, and Rehabilitation Services Administration among others.   Together, the school and community partners work to provide experience through which students learn and develop by participation in activities that meet community needs and provide authentic educational experiences for students.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

The HHMS service-learning program is coordinated with the School-to-Work Opportunities Act.   Additionally, all projects will be integrated into curriculum and meet the Arizona Academic Standards.

Citizenship, Responsibility, and 

Civic Pride Outcomes

Fostering a sense of citizenship, responsibility, and civic pride are central to HHMS service learning program.   Projects allow time for students to act independently and reflect on their contributions.  This helps them see themselves as responsible, contributing member of their school and community, which has the resulting effect of building civic pride.
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
