Objectives:

·  To realign Service Learning Advisory Team, which consists of teachers, administrators, students, parents, and community representatives

· To establish a student leadership group to become involved in addressing community and school needs

· To provide training opportunities for staff to learn about service learning instructional strategies and strategies to implement projects into academic/vocational courses

· To establish a leadership retreat for students and teachers

 Project Description

James Sandoval Preparatory High School’s service learning program will seek to train 100% of the teaching staff in service-learning instructional strategies.  This will enable classroom teachers to implement service-learning projects into and through the academic and vocational curriculum.   A student leadership group will be established to discuss, identify, and plan project that address the needs of the community.     Participation in a service-learning course is a requirement for graduation from James Sandoval Preparatory.   However,  with the teacher training in place, students will be involved in two service learning projects per 18 week period in classes such as math, science, English, Spanish, and leadership.

Coordination with School and Community

The advisory committee will include members from the community working with students and school staff.   The School Effectiveness Team will guide the project in the community and includes the West Valley Business Alliance and Maryvale Unite – a Maryvale neighborhood association.   Additionally, the project will be coordinated through school-wide teacher training and staff development.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

The service learning projects are coordinated with the school’s Sustained Silent Reading (SSR) Program.   Students are required to participate in 23 minutes of daily silent reading.   Students will be allowed to bring in reading material of their choice that relates directly to the project.   Projects will also be designed to incorporate the Arizona Academic and Workplace Standards.
