Objectives:

· To involve 100% of RTP students in service learning activities

· To incorporate at least one service learning project in each class

· To increase the number of RTP students who participate in the Volunteer Work Experience Placements with not-for-profit agencies in the community

· To expand the number of community partnerships who are involved in service learning initiatives as they relate to the RTP

· To increase the number of adult volunteers involved in RTP service learning from 32 to 45

· To initiate a partnership with Jamaica Elementary School’s second grade and develop service learning projects that directly address their needs and involve their students

· To involve 100% of RTP students in reflection activities and semester-end celebrations

Project Description

Building upon the success of previous Learn & Serve projects, the Round Table Program at Lake Havasu High School has set a goal to fully integrate service learning projects across the curriculum in every class.   There is one school-wide service-learning project planned for each six-week period of the school year.   Block scheduling affords students the opportunity to concentrate fully on completing major service learning projects in relatively short time spans.   Many of the projects will involve developing programs that meet the needs of second graders at Jamaica Elementary School.    Project plans include having RTP students develop a computer-based math practice for Jamaica students, an online English course for use by the district, web pages for community organizations, beautification projects on different campuses, a multi-cultural Thanksgiving Luncheon to teach Jamaica Elementary second graders about traditions around the world, organizing a Christmas Party for needy preschool children in the community, a Renaissance Fair for the second graders that teaches about the period, the development of a Tax Credit video presentation for use by both schools, development of marketing materials for area organizations, and a learning expedition to the Grand Canyon followed by a sharing session on what was learned with second graders.   

Coordination with School and Community

The RTP service learning programs have led to increased visibility of RTP students as a resource for the community.   The RTP Program receives calls daily with requests for student participation in a number of different capacities.   Additionally, Jamaica Elementary has utilized RTP students as tutors to implement their America Reads program.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

Because service-learning projects are fully implemented into the curriculum, they align directly with the Arizona Academic Standards.

Civic Pride Outcomes

Training in citizenship, responsibility and civic pride will be provided to students in the Business Management Technology and Civics class by Jim Day, LHC 2000 Citizen of the Year.   Additionally, RTP service learning projects will have students actively involved in the community.   As such, they will be empowered to understand their responsibility to make THEIR community a better place to live.   This is the basis for generating and developing a life-long sense of civic pride and responsibility.
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
