Objectives:

·  To build upon staff planning from last year to implement two service learning projects on campus

· To develop an outdoor classroom and community resource through a xeriscaped area on campus

· To guide students in developing a waste reduction/recycling program for the school

· To produce student designed documentaries and news releases as an extension of the two proposed projects

· To work toward program sustainability by training teachers in additional service learning methodology in an effort to allow teachers and students to work together to determine their own service learning projects

Project Description

The Landmark Service Learning Program seeks to build upon the previous staff planning by implementing two hands-on projects and by providing teacher training necessary to afford teachers the opportunity to design their own service learning projects.  Presently, two projects have been identified for implementation this funding year.   A xeriscaped area has been designated for use as an outdoor classroom and community and community resource.   Students help design and build structures, paths, planters, and other items associated with the area.   Students will create written informational materials for community use and act as docents for visitors.   Another project will engage students in the research and development of a waste management and recycling program.  Students will work in partnership with the City of Glendale to analyze solid waste (paper, cardboard, plastic, etc…) on campus, the effects, and possible solutions to the problem.    Teachers will receive training and information on how to develop a student government structure that empowers students to have input into the format of their service learning project, how to network with community agencies, and how to integrate Arizona Academic Standards into their service learning project.

Coordination with School and Community

During this funding cycle, the project team will work with classroom teachers, the City of Glendale, and the community to ensure success of service learning projects.   It is the goal of Landmark School to continue to develop partnerships with various community agencies/organizations such as Habitat for Humanity, Glendale Parks and Recreation, and United Way.   The service-learning program of the future will collaborate with the strategic plans of existing agencies in an effort to maximize community resources and reduce duplication of efforts.
