Objectives:

·  To recruit 50 student service volunteers during the 2002-2003 school year to participate in Project LIFT service learning activities

· To provide basic tobacco prevention programming to elementary school students from Tucson’s Southside barrio by conducting small group presentations using a select group of trained Luz Academy students

· To design a stranger danger program for elementary school students from Tucson’s Southside barrio to be presented by Luz Academy students

· To assist in the planning and organization of the 4th Annual Thanksgiving in the Barrio in conjunction with the Luz Southside Partnership

· To assist in the planning and organization of the 2nd Annual Dia de Los Ninos Celebration in conjunction with the Luz Southside Partnership

Project Description

The LIFT Project at Luz Academy in Tucson seeks to engage students in the development and implementation of student-designed tobacco prevention and ‘stranger danger’ programs.   Students will begin their project by researching the Internet for information and statistics on tobacco dangers, kidnapping of young children, and tactics to avoid ‘stranger danger’.   Once research is complete, students will create pamphlets, displays, emergency cards, three-dimensional displays, and a multi-media video presentation for use in the community and local elementary schools.   The LIFT Project participants will make arrangements with elementary school principals to come into the classroom and facilitate a 30-minute presentation specific to each topic (tobacco or safety).   As a requirement for project completion, students will submit a reflection report on their participation in the project.   Additionally, the community has requested that LIFT continue its involvement in the 4th Annual Thanksgiving in the Barrio celebration as well as the 2nd Annual Dia de Los Ninos celebration.   This request is a result of community satisfaction with previous LIFT involvement in each project.

Coordination with School and Community

The LIFT Project development includes participation and collaboration with a number of school and community agencies and programs.   Funding from district, Title I, Title II, Title IV, Title VI, Goals 2000, Title IV Special Projects, State Tobacco, State Substance Abuse, State Incentive Grant and SEFSAP are all coordinated to support efforts such as the LIFT Project.   Additionally, students involved will work with building administrators and teachers at a variety of local schools to coordinate presentations.
