Objectives:

·  To implement a program that develops students’ potential to be productive, responsible, caring and contributing members of society

· To help students recognize and practice the Six Pillars of Character Education 

· To reward student progress and achievement in service learning project through recognition and reflection 

Project Description

The Percy Julian Elementary Service Learning Project will focus on developing character and citizenship in students in grades 6-8.   A community/school team will convene to research the needs of the community that might be addressed through a student-based service learning activity.   Students might serve as helpers at local senior citizen centers, nursing homes, local food banks, or in beautification projects in the community.   The project would be integrated into academics through reading and writing projects focused on project planning and reflection.

Coordination with School and Community

The community/school team organized to assess the needs of the community and help determine service learning projects is comprised of students, parents, teachers, administrators, business, diverse ethnic groups, law enforcement, community members, and a social worker.   As such, the team represents a positive collaboration between school and community that is necessary for the success of a service-learning project of this nature.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

As many of the reflection activities are reading and writing based, the project will address the Arizona Academic Standards.   Additional standards including math and social studies skills will also be incorporated.   In alignment with America Reads, service-learning students will exercise reading skills by reading to senior citizens, headstart children, and in kindergartens.

Civic Pride Outcomes

Students will develop a sense of civic pride and citizenship through activities they will recognize that directly impact their community.   Additionally, by working as a team, the students will develop a sense of collegiality that leads to the building of civic pride.   Furthermore, all aspects of the service learning projects will focus on identifying, developing and putting into practice leadership and character building skills that foster a sense of responsibility.
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
