Objectives:

·  To integrate service-learning activities into students’ academic programs through a Social Responsibility Class, language arts classes, business/mathematics classes and vocational training

· To involve students in researching the community to identify community needs

· RCB social responsibility class instructor will participate in Character Counts training

Project Description

The RCB High School is currently implementing three new service learning oriented projects as well as expansion of the Social Responsibility Class.   They are 1) Service-Learning Mentorship Program, 2) Students as Tech Support Assistants Program, and 3) the Play Center High School Certificate Program.   The Service Learning Mentorship Program will assign students to various social service agencies and childcare centers in the community.   Students will receive training through their work experience in addition to engaging in formal discussions about service with others.   The Students as Tech Support Assistants will place computer repair students in neighborhood elementary school, after school programs, and Saturday schools to mentor younger children in basic aspects of computer operations and repair.   The Play Center high School Certificate Program will enable students utilize the Play Center environment as a learning lab for those interested in pursuing careers in child care or education.   The expanded Social Responsibility class will engage students in activities and lessons that teach them about the value of being civic-minded and service oriented.   Leadership and character building are identified outcomes for this class. 

Coordination with School and Community

In addition to partnering with its parent organization (AIBT), RCB will coordinate the service learning projects with the help of classroom teachers in various disciplines throughout the school, the Mesa Food Bank, the Red Cross, Arizona state University and other organizations in the community.   

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

The service learning projects will directly address a number of the Arizona Academic Standards, particularly those in language arts and technology.   Formal integration of Governor Hull’s Character Counts Initiative will also take place.
