·  To implement service learning activities at all grade levels (K-8) that enhance civic responsibility, citizenship, and leadership

· To improve school culture and climate through service learning which will result in increased student attendance and a decrease in student disciplinary referrals

· To increase student reading score by a minimum of .5 through literacy based service learning projects

Project Description

Union Elementary School District will implement service-learning projects at each grade level (K-8).   All projects will require students to engage in research, writing, editing, communication, data collection, and reporting.   Grade level projects include music and play performances for residents of the Adult Care Facility, authoring books and reading them to younger students, development of a recycling program, design and implementation of a pumpkin patch, school/community history research and display, and the design of physical/life science lessons for older students to teach younger students.
