· To build strong relationships between students, staff, and volunteers
· To address the needs of the community by building homes for two underprivileged families who are in need
· To enable students to participate in in-depth community service while gaining valuable vocational skills
· To help students develop pride in themselves, the work they do and the community they live in
Project Description

Wickenburg High School has partnered with Habitat for Humanity to aid the community by providing volunteer opportunities, vocational training, and academic enhancement.   Twenty students, five staff, and approximately twelve volunteers will help in the building of two homes for families in need.   Ten at-risk students will be paired with ten mentoring students and both will work with volunteers from the community.   The project consists of three phases: 1) Classroom Vocational Training where students learn the skills necessary to build a house from paid professionals in the field; 2) Hands-On Vocational Experiences when the home is actually built; and 3) Classroom Instruction on Resume Writing, Interviewing Skills, and Contact Letters.

Coordination with School and Community

Wickenburg students will partner directly with Habitat for Humanity, Home Depot, and Wickenburg’s MINT (Mentoring, Internship and Networking) Program.    Project staff includes a MINT teacher, two student representatives, a volunteer coordinator for Habitat for Humanity, a general contractor for Habitat for Humanity, a school guidance counselor, and the Wickenburg H.S. principal.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

In addition to providing students with intensive vocational education opportunities, the Wickenburg Learn & Serve Program also aligns with several aspects of America’s Promise including the development of on-going relationships with caring adults, the provision of safe places with structured activities, during non=school hours, acquisition of marketing skills through effective education and opportunities to give back through community service.

Citizenship, Responsibility, and 

Civic Pride Outcomes

Participation in the Wickenburg Learn & Serve Program will foster the development of citizenship by giving students an opportunity to help individuals in their community.   Students are responsible for borrowed tools, job attendance, and assigned building tasks.   Students will also see the immediate benefit of their work when an appreciative family enters their home.
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
