Objectives:

·  To identify high school students who could benefit from adult friendship and support

· To recruit and train adult volunteers from the community to work with students in a mentoring role 

· To foster relationships between mentors and students that will promote positive attitudes toward school, academic progress, and improved social behaviors

Project Description

Based on a wealth of statistical research on the positive effects of mentoring programs, the HOPE Mentoring Program seeks to provide Lake Havasu High School students with individualized support and attention through adult mentors from the community.   An outgrowth of the school-to-work initiative, the HOPE Mentoring Program will pair mentors with students who have similar professional goals, family structures, cultural/ethnic background and/or gender in an effort to build a trusting, comfortable relationship.   In addition to being a reliable adult role model for students, mentors will also help students investigate and get information about career choices and be a support system for students on a weekly basis.

Coordination with School and Community

Project coordinator, Susan Yamagucchi, will work with local businesses, churches, and agencies to oversee recruitment of adult volunteers.   After a thorough screening/application process, volunteers will be required to complete six hours of training a great deal of which is designed by the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention.   Once trained, volunteers will be matched with students identified to have similar backgrounds/goals.   Mentors will meet with their student for at least 45 minutes a week.   They are encouraged to attend school events and attend several service-learning activities throughout the year.

Coordination with School Reform Initiatives

The HOPE Mentoring Program directly addresses the school-to-work initiative by fostering a more permanent relationship between students and adults working in or retired from their field of vocational interest.

Students involved in the HOPE Mentoring Program will be able to recognize the difference 45 minutes per week can make in their own lives.   Additionally, mentors will help students discover who they are and what they have to offer the world.
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
