1.  Scottsdale Unified School District (1.1)
2000+ cumulative hours of volunteer service; 1000 being student initiated and implemented.  Provided 375 Thanksgiving meals during annual food drive.  Carnival for Special Needs students with collaboration with Sunrise Rotary, District and City.  One student began a drive that lead to successful delivery of money and supplies to flood victims in Indiana.  She and her teacher made the trip to deliver the goods to the afflicted community, creating much pride among our district and schools.
2. Scales Technology Academy (1.1)

The Families Learning Together Project where students, families and volunteers expanded their growing technology competencies with the objective of teaching others and presented their work at the Microcomputers in Education Conference held at Arizona State University; serving as instructors, administrators and other adults in attendance.  Garden Project where students, parents, and staff worked to establish the landscape for garden plots created and maintained garden areas.  Collaborated with outside agencies to fundraise and participate in the Trees for Tempe Program, organizing a media celebration with the Mayor, City Council, School board and District Dignitaries declaring Tempe’s official Arbor Day planting the 401st tree at Scales Technology Academy.  Recycling project included IKEA supplied bags to be used in classrooms for trash and plastics from cafeteria recycled through the City of Tempe. The City of Tempe used Scales Technology Academy as their site for declaring Tempe’s Arbor Day Celebration and was awarded the Arizona Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program Grant for their recycling program.

3. Tucson Unified School District’s Community Transition Program (1.1)

CTP students were paired with same aged peers at the University of Arizona and provided service to Ben’s Bells and University of Arizona’s Campus Health Farmer’s Market; answering a community need while providing CTP students the opportunity for interactions with same aged peers for role modeling, applying academic skills in naturally occurring environments, and learning vocational skills that will transfer to future employment opportunities. One teacher and a student with Autism presented TUSD’s Community Transition Program Service Learning information informally in small groups at the fall Service Learning Camp.  All 13 students discussed Service Leaning at their annual IEPs and how they have participated.  Five students and three teachers presented their service learning project to an estimated audience of 200 participants at the Celebrate Kindness Day.  Brochures, digital videos and slides were developed and disseminated to parents, teachers, administrators and community members.  Four mosaic style benches dedicated to the “power of kindness” were installed and recognized at the Celebrate Kindness Day for Ben’s Bells; more than 600 people decorated and dedicated a ceramic tile to a person who had inspired kindness.  International Dark Sky Association recognized the contributions of CTP students and staff by donating ac computer, printer and office furniture to the program, Marshall Foundation provided 915 square feet of commercial retail space at no charge and has stated an interest in providing same  for a five year period. 
4. Tucson Small School Project/ City High School (1.1)

City Works is an innovative and academic approach to service learning in which students collaborate with community organizations to develop and implement projects that benefit the Tucson community.  Division II students (10th and 11th graders) choose one City Works class from 5-7 choices, while Division I students (9th graders) take a Foundation of Service Learning class with several smaller service learning opportunities embedded within its curriculum.

5. El Centro for the Study of Primary and Secondary Education DBA Adalberto M. Guerrero Middle School (1.1)

Students studied the negative and positive effects of humans and their activities on animal and plant habitats and designed as well as built a project to demonstrate a positive way to coexist.  They constructed nature trails complete with a docent program and an obstacle course that does not disrupt natural habitats.  Students provided docent services to the high school students and to the surrounding neighborhood which will use the facilities on the school campus during off school hours.  They also served as an audience and participants for the high school’s nature trail program which also included a docent program.

6. Luz Academy of Tucson, Inc. (1.1) 

Based on research on Hispanic students/ adults and fitness issues, and based on research regarding students teaching what they have learned and based on improvement of student content area skills, Luz addressed standards In the areas of Science, English, Social Studies, Technology, Employability skills and Physical Education through active participation in its service learning program.  Students cleared an area on the campus and erected a regulation quality fitness trail and began using it in PE classes and student docents began providing tours of the facility (to be open to public on off school hours) to the neighborhood surrounding the school.  They also shared their work with the student body at the middle school on campus.

7. Casa Grande Union High School (1.1)
The objective of Ignite, Empowering Youth for Life is to have every freshman in our school be mentored by an upperclassman.  By the freshman being mentored we hope to reduce the drop-out rate and to help freshmen through their first year of high school.  By having mentors who set examples through their actions, grades and citizenship, the freshmen are able to follow their examples.  The Ignite program is based on the six pillars of Character Counts and through lessons that are taught to the mentors by a facilitator from Ignite, the freshmen learn these valuable lessons. We were able to bring a company here for a Character Counts assembly for the entire school; we attended several conferences and are taking executive mentors to Philadelphia for the National Urban Service Learning Institute; and we have had the community support us for fundraisers.  Some of the milestones are when mentors write to us to tell us that one of their freshmen might have been on the brink of dropping out and the mentor was able to help them stay in school.  Through Ignite our mentors have also learned the importance of serving others.

8. Red Mountain High School (1.1)

Program participated in the Reading is Fundamental program. Membership drive 8/08 -9/08, RMHS Book distribution 03/09.  Homecoming 11/08.  Assembly 09/08.  Kid RIF Day 12/08, Reservation Book Distribution 01/09.  Reading Buddies 02/09 – 03/09.  Homeless Shelter Distribution 01/09.  Service Learning Camp 11/08.  Sak Elementary Distribution 03/09.  Preschool / Headstart Distribution 04/09.  RMHS Children’s Library – ongoing.  Tutor’s Children Library – ongoing.  Tutoring – ongoing.  RIF Displays – ongoing.  Club RIF Celebration 05/09.  Learn & Serve End Celebration 04/09.  Tucson In Service 02/09.

9. Ha:sañ Preparatory and Leadership School (1.1)
The main project of the program is the design and implementation of the school garden that has been carved out of a parking lot and a Bermuda grass lawn.  Many of our students are Tohono O’ odham so they suffer not only from one of the highest rates of Type Two diabetes in the world but they are in danger of losing their language, so each year another little segment of the garden in implemented looking at the seed-to-model of nutritional education used by the Edible Schoolyard Project in Berkeley, California and the traditional Tohono o’ odham culture as the template for our program.  Returning students can see that they have had a part in the transformation of the school grounds giving them a little pride in their time here and they put their organic mark on the school.  They also see the magic of growing things and hopefully take that with them. In the fall of 2007, teachers from the Arizona Environmental Educators toured the garden.  One of the tour participants was Carole Palmer from the National Wildlife Federation (NWF).  At the time of the tour it was fall and all the flowers planted in the garden to attract beneficial insects were in bloom.  Because the butterflies were following the synchronized flowering of plants on their migration southward into Mexico, the garden was awash in Monarchs, Painted Ladies, Sulphurs, Fritillaries, and Swallowtails.  Coincidentally, Carole works in the arm of the NWF that helps schools serving Native Youth with projects that enhance wildlife habitat (i.e. pollinator gardens).  

10. Prescott Valley Charter School (1.1)
The major part of our project is worth the Yavapai Food Bank.  We solicit Community Food Partners Organizations that receive food bins to collect food all year long.  We also sponsor regular food drives.  We are just starting to construct a school yard garden. Learn and Serve Camps, Box Training Program, Leadership Workshop developed by advisor and students, Access 13 Television Community Service Show of the Year, Arizona Governor’s Volunteer Service Award, President’s Volunteer Service Award, America’s Promise Award, and Learn and Serve “Spirit of Service” Award.

11. Mesa Public Schools (1.1)

Our Service Learning project increased the number of teachers and students doing service learning in elementary schools within Mesa Public Schools.  We published the Elementary Service Learning Manual, Created a three-hour training in-service, trained 25 new teachers, who then planned and implemented 32 service learning projects, some of which will occur at the start of the next school  year.
12. Payson High School (1.1)

Service Learning at PHS has grown at a faster rate than expected.  We completed two major projects:  Project Ignition – Safe Teen Driving and Hunger and Homelessness.  Our safe teen driving project impacted the entire campus with several teachers involving their students in research, labs, and developing statistics.  This information was then shared by students to their peers in a Project Ignition day that also featured a mock accident and funeral put on by both student government and drama.  Our Project received national recognition and our students presented their project at the National Service-Learning Conference in Nashville.  During Hunger and Homelessness week, resource English and Drama students presented information on Payson area statistics as well as a live display of the homelessness spectrum in the quad as students passed from class to class.  The two projects have motivated students and plays are underway for even more events on campus next year. Local newspaper coverage over 15 times, local weekly forum for our projects on campus, placed in the top 10 in the Nation for Project Ignition – Safe Teen Driving Campaign, presented at the National Service Learning Conference in Nashville, Two of our students served on the Governor’s Task Force for Youth and Service.

13. Wickenburg Unified School District (1.1)

Mentoring/tutoring reading K-3 grades throughout the year.  Helped with Kindergarten Round-up and Dr. Seuss Reading Day at the school, tutoring peers in math at our alternative school, education community by conducting tours in our Schoolyard Habitat Garden, and Educating youth by planning and implementing a Nature Preschool. Nature Preschool is becoming a known community service with parents flocking to it, students help one another, tutor when needed.  School climate really changes with the help of service learning combined with Character Education. 

14. Mesa High School Service Learning Program (1.1)

The purpose of this grant was to provide professional development for Mesa Public Schools elementary and secondary teachers at the intermediate and advanced levels and to fund mini-grants for service learning projects K-12 throughout the district.  There were 61 teachers who competed one or more of 9 three-hour training sessions offered between December and May at 7 different locations throughout the district.  The trained teachers who implemented a project involved 1,780 students in service learning projects for an estimated total of 26,486 hours.  Six teachers applied for and utilized mini-grant funds for projects involving 830 students.  This grant then supported the growth of service learning throughout the Mesa District and allowed many teachers and students to get involved with service learning.

15. Superior School (1.1)

Superior focused on projects that would integrate community service into the school culture and provide opportunities for all students to get involved.  Superior students hosted a school and community drive for a local women and children’s shelter.  We delivered several boxes of food, clothes, toys, and toiletries to the shelter.  We also raised money to provide holiday meals to 15 families within our community.  During the holidays, students hosted a Christmas meal to all our students, families and community members.  Our final project was to partner with the city of Surprise and their “adopt a street program”.  Adult volunteers attended training and then brought the information back to the school and presented it to the students.  Student and adult volunteers spend several hours cleaning up a mile area of the local street, which will continue as part of an ongoing service learning project for Superior.

16. Howenstine High Magnet School (1.1)

Service Learning is integrated into curriculum in every content area and required from every teacher in at least one class period.  Consequently we have several different projects with a focus on the standards within that subject and integrated the theme of “Strengthening Our Community”.  In some instances, teachers co-taught and worked on projects together.  Following is a list of those projects: tutoring; mentoring; lead poisoning awareness; museum displays and refurbishment; feeding the homeless; prevention of animal cruelty and abuse; food and pet drives; recycling; campus beautification; fundraising for Leukemia – Pennies for Patients; ground water pollution and TCE; science curriculum development and piloting; data analysis for non-profits; global astronomy issues; blood drives; Habitat for Humanity High School Build; construction of playground equipment; dog houses; and ply houses; teen driving safety; get out the vote national elections; autism walk and awareness; social issues film project; cyber bullying; graphic design of promotional materials; workplace skill development in non-profits and library book reviews. Year end open house community service learning festival and consortium; seven students attending National Youth Leadership Conference in Tennessee; recipient of State Farm Teen Driving Grant and top 25 finalists for Project Ignition; school-wide assembly student led celebration of service learning; increased service through our building technology class with 5 non-profit agency partnerships and media coverage; faculty membership on the Arizona Governor’s State-wide Youth Development Task Force.

17. Williams Unified School District (1.1)

Shoebox Project – provided 200+ boxes to war-torn areas of the world, drawing the Line campaign to prevent underage drinking through school-wide and community-wide messages to youth, parents, and adult influencers, collaborations with FBLA conducted food drives for the Williams Food Bank and assisted Williams Alliances with Every 15 Minutes, Jump Rope for Heart, Going Green by Taking Care of What We Have, Toys for Tots, Holiday Food Boxes and Community Craft & Bingo Night. The WUSD2 and Rural Consortium has forged new relationships, has strengthened on-going partnerships, and kicked-off new projects, joining existing successful projects which should prove to be on-going successes in the three rural communities in years to follow.  Overall, a total of 13,033 hours were received by agencies benefitting from Learn & Serve.  A total of 7,868 youth and adults participated and/or were served through one of the eight service learning projects.

18. Queen Creek High School (1.1)

Campus beautification with students about erosion, recycling program involving special education students, free basketball camp for community children, fitness for the day through QC parks and recreation, Early childhood students participated in the MLK celebration, students created literacy lessons for preschoolers, Ed Professions students planned and prepared and taught lessons for K-6 at a QC elementary school, our Law class provided traffic control during large events on campus, and DECA planned and created a talent show for QC elementary school and raised funds for the school to buy library books. More than 3,500 hours were contributed to helping the campus become a better place, by helping others, campus beautification, etc.

19. Peoria Elementary School (1.1)

Our students met on Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday afternoons for one and a half hours to work on reading strategies.  They also met once every two weeks at our Peoria Pantry to help the parents who came to shop for clothing items.  They read to the children while the parents shopped and they also worked with the director of the pantry organizing clothing items.  The students really gained good real-life knowledge of volunteering and helping those who are less fortunate.

20. Phoenix Advantage Charter School (1.1)

Our Community Gang Awareness project was geared towards our K-8 students and our local   community.  Our project was made up of 5 different objectives to complete throughout the school year.  This project was a great success as education on Gangs including effects, consequences and provided resources for our community about Gang Awareness.  Our Group provided the community with informational literature from water bottle labels, posters, leveled written materials for K-8 students as well as literature for the community that was created and distributed by our students. Grade level presentations presented by our students to all K-8 students and teachers, 6-8th grade students created diversity bead bracelets that our students had learned at leadership camp (the presentation had a huge impact on all whom were involved), intense research and presentations created and presented at 21st Century Celebrations, students became more familiar with Microsoft Word and creating informational brochures that were provided to students, parents, and local community.  Students created literature according to students’ reading ability to meet their needs.  Surveys were created and successfully completed and results were calculated by our students.  Guest speaker whom was a former Gang member provided a very powerful insight of his experiences.  Students were amazed to hear his story and were impacted greatly and still talk about it weeks later.  Weekly journaling and reflection brought students close together and were able to share their stories about pressures of everyday life and gang activity.  Students grew to trust one another and share their concerns enough to want to make a difference for their community.
21. Ecademie High School (1.1)
Feeding the homeless at a shelter called “UMOM” in Phoenix.  Pre-project discussion took place in the classroom about the problems that the homeless are facing and among the activities that the group wanted to achieve was feeding them at the shelter.  Pre-project UMOM was called for approval and additional information from the Director about the pitfalls the homeless are facing and will continue to face in the future and to schedule a tour of the facility.  Post project reflection involved empathy, id they achieve their goals, and questions on whether the group of students would continue to do this activity again.  Additional topics of concern were discussed about why this problem continues in this country, since it is not considered in any way a third world country.
22. Painted Desert Demonstration Project – The STAR School (1.1)
Our Virtual trading post website provides opportunities for the community and the students to earn income in a low economic environment.  One of our students has already posted his own artwork on the website; this inspired the other youth in the classroom.  A community rug weaver has also taken advantage of the website.  In September the students were able to harvest vegetables like squash, tomatoes and lettuce and took it into the cafeteria to serve it.  They grew a variety of chili’s and tomatoes to be transplanted into the community gardens in the next month.  Several families have already come in to sign up to receive some of the seedlings.  Older students help younger students to grow and transplant houseplants.  The 3rd and 4th grade community went into Infinia nursing home once a month to provide gifts and services.  We have gone out into the reservation to help at least 15 households. Students participated in planting, harvesting, and production of food, food preparation and eating what they created.  The death of a significant mentor in the community led the students to plant a tree and then to surround it with Navajo tea plants.  This man always advocated for edible landscapes and working Native plants into intentional landscapes.  Students achieved computer literacy.  
23. Pima Prevention Partnership dba Pima Partnership High School (1.1)

PPHS expanded its service learning program to include student-led advisory-based civics projects and classroom inquiry projects.  Students volunteered through their advisories, content area classes, and through the PALS program to provide mentoring and tutoring to promote and increase literacy in the community and at PPHS and Academy.  PPHS continued to provide companionship and activities for residents at St. Luke’s Home and initiated an oral history project both at St. Luke’s and at the Nogales Senior Center.  Students participated in a project on kindness and on conservation.  Students studied Arizona border culture and participated in three migrant trail cleanups.  The students celebrated Red Ribbon Week by presented workshops to Pima Partnership Academy and High School students on drug treatment and prevention and participated in a Clean and Sober Theatre presentation where they received information on community based services for drug and alcohol treatment and prevention.  Students participated in Law Related Education on underage drinking that culminated in a school-wide training as the prom and graduation season began in order to promote safety and good decision making.  PPHS also collaborated with AmeriCorps members to provide hand-made coloring and activity books to agencies who serve children experiencing trauma.  PPHS students received eight hours of training from the Pima County Superintendent’s Office Regional Support Center in using digital storytelling software.  Students become proficient with the software and used it for the oral histories project and to tell the story of their service learning journey over the course of the 2008-2009 academic year.
24. Flowing Wells School District (1.1)
Hygiene Totes for Operation Deep Freeze, Fleece Pillows for Casa De Los Niños, Ronald McDonald House, Walter Douglas Beautification and Enhancement, The Unforgotten Teens, Fleece Blankets for Sunlight Assisted Living, Community Health Fair, Stocking for Children Hospital, and Adopt a Zoo Animal. Casa De Los Niños pillows – the children loved doing this project this year without asking for anything in return (project milestone) and School Beautification – individual efforts and participation by students who are normally difficult to engage (unique success).

25. Central Arizona Valley Institute of Technology (1.1)

Students utilized their medical skills and knowledge to help community residents improve their social and mental health.  Students provided healthcare screenings and conducted medical informational trainings to residents of all ages.  Residents learned the importance of knowing their medical condition which can mean a better outcome.  Students worked with medical professions to carry out the planned activities.   Developed a service learning page on our website to promote our activities, several newspapers featured stories on our activities, students created projects to compete in HOSA and received 1st place on the state level, new partners were added to service learning group, a presentation was given to the Board to let them know about service learning, residents learned about status of their health through the healthcare screenings, children learned to not be afraid of going to the hospital in case a loved one is sick, and students learned to plan, organize and evaluate service learning events.
26. Blue Ridge High School (1.1)
SPED students took part in the Forest Floor debris cleanup project where students concentrated on the forest that surrounds the elementary, intermediate, high school and district office buildings. They removed years of build up and piled it in a designated are to be burned at next year’s homecoming bonfire.  Ongoing district paper recycling where paper is taken to our local waste management who processes the paper into compost using the “paper digester”.  The compost is then used by local businesses for landscaping. Students have more than doubled the tonnage of paper recycled from Blue Ridge School District, forest cleanup have all been completed, school crosswalks that did not exist in heavy traffic area were painted, all LEEP students have completed at least one interest inventory, and have registered with Arizona Virtual One Stop and completed their resume.

27. Esperanza Community Builders (1.1)

Hope Kids provided an understanding and relationship with children that have life threatening illness.  Phoenix Children’s Project provided needy families with items needed for newborn babies.  Therapy dogs provided opportunities for students to be actively involved in providing and creating blankets delivered to children at the Phoenix Children’s Hospital.  Esperanza Elementary Students were given a chance to feel a greater part of the community by taking charge of school events, cleaning and beautifying the school campus.

28. Casa Grande Middle School (1.1)

Promotion and development of Diaper Bank.  The “A Touch of Hope” group worked weekly with residents of the Garnet of Casa Grande Retirement & Assisted Living Community providing much needed personal interaction and recreational activities.  Raised funds for American Cancer Society through the annual Relay for Life.  Food donations in November were gathered, counted and categorized for local community food banks.  Summer program for incoming at-risk sixth graders.  Mini grants continued to fund a variety of projects including expansion of the Drug, Alcohol, and Tobacco Prevention Team’s program to fifth grade classes, postage for boxes for the troops, social studies students working with the local historical society, the creation of “math calendars” using the State standards and the creation of character education materials for pre-kindergarten through second grade.
29. Acorn Montessori (1.1)
Students taught and performed song, literature, writing and arts.  They took their standard based learning, perform and teach it to the recovery population giving them reason and active purpose toward social acceptance. The self esteem and academic performance gained in multiple ways.  The service of caring for the recovery groups was an amazing experience to witness.  Our behavior issues were reduced by the students’ social and academic achievements.

30. Desert Valley Elementary (1.1)

T.H.R.I.L.L. Seekers to help readers linking trained junior high and high school tutors with students who struggle with reading.  Provide intervention for students identified as at-risk in the area of reading.  The focus of the program is to narrow the gaps between student potential and performance with low achieving students in kindergarten through eighth grade.  Using engaging, high interest materials and one-on-one tutors, THRILL Seekers promotes a love for literacy and improves reading levels and test scores.
31. Arizona Charter Academy (1.1)

Westside and Youngtown Food banks- food drives throughout the school year, Backpack giveaway distributed 800 backpacks and gave 87 free haircuts to children in local communities, Assistance for Pregnant Teens with food and supplies as well as health and financial agency information, Chic’s Clothing provided donations and direct assistance in sorting and folding clothes for a local clothing bank, Andrea’s Closet organized and implemented a toy drive, Sun City Four Paws Animal Rescue  organized and implemented a talent show with raising over $250 for the animal rescue shelter and City of Surprise Community Day beautification project. Collaboration and has become an ongoing partnership developed with 14 local and national agencies.
32. Royal Palm Middle School (1.1 & 1.2)

Participants and volunteers of 1.2 and 1.1 worked together on Desert Mission trips and service projects.  Teachers, volunteers, and students worked together for a reading readiness evening on March 2.  Approximately 75 people attended and contributed to the delight of the first yearly National Parent Networking Partnership for reading readiness.  Parents were presented with a preview of programs, ideas for motivating teens, and ways to support and impact their school and students for the New Year.  Creative homework assistance was stressed for all students and how parents could be an integral part of the education process.  Volunteers from Valle del Sol presented each attendee with a library book to boost their interest in reading.  Parents, students, and volunteers seemed to be elevated to new successes with the evening’s presentations.  Volunteers supported the Annual Academic Awards evening by decorating, serving, organizing and receiving special recognition for their accomplishments.
